Camp Rules

Below are the rules for all participants enrolled in 2019 International Students Summer Camp-Beijing. Please

read them carefully.

Repeated failure to follow any rules below or disrupting camp order may result in disciplinary action such as
repatriation.

Campers must obey the laws of P.R.C and your home country.

All campers shall follow the instructions of their leading teachers, obey the camp rules and attend all daily
programs and activities. Please inform the teachers or BIEE staffs in advance, if you need to stay in the campus
due to any reason.

Campers must use the public property with care, full compensation for any damage or loss.

Campers should obey the night curfew of 23:00, and going in and out of the dorm are not allowed after 23:00.

Respect your fellow campers by keeping noise levels down (no loud music or loud talking) during the curfew
period

No boys are allowed in the girls’ dormitories, and vice versa, during the curfew period.

The use, purchase, or possession of alcoholic drinks, tobacco products, or illegal substances is prohibited.

The campers should not have any contagious diseases.

Campers must not use or possess guns of any type.

All campers shall travel with professional travel agency and tour guides appointed by BIEE. Any other individual

travel is not approved during this camp.

The camp is in the closed management. No camper is allowed to leave the camp without permission. Please

notify BIEE staff in advance and coordinate with related procedures if your friends or relatives come to visit you

in the camp.

Campers must not participate in any sexual contact or activities, not to possess or use any pornographic
materials such as magazines, videos, or internet sites.

Campers must always be aware of their responsibility/example as international students and make every effort
to represent their countries and culture in a positive manner.

Campers must show respect for all working staffs and follow their instructions.

Campers must show respect to different races, different religions and different cultures.

Each room must be restored to as good a condition or better upon departure. In case of damage, compensation
shall be paid accruing to the price.

violations, or other punitive actions, at the sole discretion of the BIEE.
